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PRESENTATION

The Italian Platform for the Study of Viral Hepatitis (PITER), created in
2014, is a structured network involving Italy's National Institute of Public
Health (Istituto Superiore di Sanita), the Italian Society for the Study of
the Liver (AISF), the Italian Society for Infectious Diseases (SIMIT), and
their affiliated clinical centres. To date, PITER has collected detailed cli-
nical information from more than 11,000 individuals with chronic HCV
infection who are undergoing clinical care in about 100 public general
hospitals and university medical centres in various regions of Italy.

The clinical and scientific importance of the PITER cohort lies in both its
size and its nationwide representativeness. The large amount of data col-
lected has allowed us to define the epidemiological and clinical picture
of HCV infection in Italy and how it has changed over time, especially sin-
ce the expansion of access to direct-acting antivirals. The real-life data
from the cohort have also greatly contributed to ongoing debates sur-
rounding the treatment of patients with HCV infection. In this regard, it
has been possible to evaluate the real-life impact of drug-drug interac-
tions during antiviral treatment and the effect of viral eradication on liver
function, extrahepatic HCV manifestations and other comorbidities.

The PITER data have also been fundamental in developing health policies,
providing estimates of the cost-effectiveness of universal treatment and
allowing virus-elimination scenarios in Italy to be simulated.

The five years of activity of PITER will be well represented during this
educational event, which involves experts in the field of HCV infection
and medical professionals from the collaborative network. The interface
of policy-makers with experts in the field, health workers and represen-
tatives of patient associations will allow us to reach the necessary sy-
nergy between scientific evidence and health policy for reaching the goal
of eliminating HCV infection in Italy.

We hope that this event will constitute a significant clinical and scientific
contribution and that it will reveal the great potential of this network, in-
cluding the potential to develop and implement new projects as part of
the PITER platform.
